RAC CANADA WINTER CONTEST — 2010 RESULTS

Participation in the 2010 edition of
the Canada Winter Contest was up
from 2009 with a total of 581 up 49
logs from last year. This year
scores were generally higher than
in the previous two years indicating
a return to greater solar activity
and slowly recovering propagation.
This year two new records were
established in the Single-Op All
Bands Phone (VE4EAR) and
Single Op All Bands CW (VE3KZ).

SINGLE OP ALL BANDS LOW
POWER

Sam Ferris VE5SF achieved first
place this year with a score of
664,272. Sylvan Katz VE5ZX
captured second place by scoring
521,904. Al Niittymaa, VA3KAI
captured 3rd place in the winter
contest with a score of 298,936.
Ed Henderson VE4YU took 4™
place scoring 291,060, while Pete
Pel, VE7CV took 5" with a score of
263,978.

SINGLE OP ALL BANDS HIGH
POWER

Tom Haavisto, VE3CX captured
the first place SO-AB-HP, with a
score of 933,152. Second place
went to Lee Sawkins, VE7CC with
a score of 914,760. Paul
Newberry Jr, N4PN, placed third
with a score of 709,512. Bart
Ritchie VE5CPU as, VES5RAC
joined the top scorers in 4" place
scoring 584,496. Mike Smith,
VE9AA captured fifth place in the
SOABHP category with a score of
498,880. Within the SOABHP
category Paul Newberry Jr, NAPN
captured the Jorge Bozzo, LUSDQ
Memorial for the highest scoring
single op foreign entrant with a
score of 709,512.

SINGLE OP SINGLE BAND

With a score of 64,040 Alexey
Yushin, VE2XAA won the overall
SOSB crown this year using the 80
metre band. Thomas J. Warren,
K3TW/4 took second overall SOSB
place with a score of 33,326 with
his 20-metre band entry. Third
place in the overall SOSB was
taken by Vladimir Sidorov, VE3IAE
with 27,320 points on the 40 metre
band from Ontario. On a band-by-

band breakdown, Jeff Wilson,
VE3CV, took top band honours on
160 metres with a single band low
power score of 17,748. As noted
above Alexey Yushin VE2XAA,
took the 80 metre band honours
using high power with a score of
64,040. Vladimir Sidorov, VE3IAE
won 1% place in 40M with a score
of 27,320 using high power from
Ontario. As noted above Thomas
J. Warren, K3TW/4 took first place
on 20-metres with a high power
entry scoring 33,326. Bob Patten,
N4BP took the honors for 15-metre
band with a score of 16,610. The
winner of the 10 metre SOSB
category was Gabriel Drago
AY9F/A, with a low power score of
138. Pierre Jolin, VE2PIJ won the
6 metre band with a score of 10
points and Michael Diegel VE5WD
won the 2 metre band with a score
of 10 points.

SINGLE OP - QRP

Again this year Julius Fazekas,
N2WN achieved first place in the
SO-AB-QRP category with a score
of 204,102. Doug Ferris, VA3DF
took second place a score of
197,520. Robert MacKenzie,
VA3RKM took third place with a
score of 133,712. Peter West,
VE3HG took 4" place this year
with a good QRP score of 100,800
ahead of Ron Duncan W4UT in 5"
scoring 56,004.

SINGLE OP — All BAND - CW
Once again this year the CW only
category was the most popular
category with 144 entries. Top
honors and a new all time record
for the category go to Robert
Nash, VE3KZ with a score of
264,796. Second place is
awarded to Victor Androsov
VA2WDQ with a score 235,600
who placed first last year. Third
place was taken by Yuri Onipko,
VE3DZ with a score of 222,460.
Again this year fourth place goes
to Bill O'Kain, K4LTA with a score
of 165,704. Fifth place goes to
Ralph Parker, VE7XF with a score
of 163,680.

SINGLE OP — ALL BAND -

Richardson, VE4EAR claimed first
place and an all time new category
record with a score of 363,972, up
substantially from last year.
Second place goes to Rene
Raimbault, VE4TV with a score of
196,390. Bj. Madsen, VE5FX took
third place with a score 176,136.
Fourth place goes to Kenneth
Park, VE3KPP who scored
161,772 points. Fifth place is
awarded to Steven Goldberg,
VA3SWG with a score of 126,168.
